
Message from John Achan!  

 Pentecost ð The Birthday of the Church! 
Today we are celebrating the Feast of Pentecost Sunday, the Birthday 

of our Church. Itõs this Sunday the great miracle happened in the lives 

of the Apostles. The real, regular and ordinary fishermen become the 

powerful instruments in the hands of God, witnessing to the salvation 

in Jesus Christ. The first sermon of St. Peter motivated more than 3000 people to be bap-

tized in one day, to embrace the Christianity as well. From there onwards we see the 

chain of preaching and conversion of the people without the difference of cast and creed, 

without the difference of region and religion. 

Thus the first Pentecost became the springboard of Christian faith in the history of hu-

manity. Pentecost transformed the cowards to courageous disciples, the persecutors to 

powerful witnessing. St. Peter and St. Paul are the examples.  

The Holy Spirit can be called, "God's Self-Gift" to us . The Holy Spirit is the 

Spirit of the Father. At the same time he is the Spirit of Jesus Christ. God's first "self-

giving" is when the Father creates each human person "in his own image and likeness." 

God's second "self-giving" is in sending Jesus into our world to become fully a part of 

humanity and its Savior. And from Pentecost until the end of time, the third "self-giving" 

of God is when the Holy Spirit fills our hearts and lives, to renew the face of the Church 

and of the earth!  

As we profess in the Nicene Creed, each Person of the Blessed Trinity individually, and 

all Three together are worthy of praise, worship and glory. They are equal in holiness, 

and majesty, and power, yet the Father takes precedence over the Son and the Spirit, he is 

the first among equals.  

Holy Spirit is inseparable from the Father and the Son. When Father sends his Word, he 

always sends his Breath. Hence, there is a joint mission, in which the Son and the Spirit 

are distinct but inseparable. It is Christ who is seen, "the visible image of the invisible 

God" (Col.1:15), but it is the Spirit who reveals him (1Cor.12:3b). Whenever God sends 

his Son, he always sends his Spirit as well, and their mission is conjoined and inseparable.
